B.  PURPOSE. This instruction:

  1.  Supersedes reference A1.
  2.  Establishes procedures and provides definitions for the Defense Logistics Agency (DLA) Weapon Systems Support Program (WSSP), hereafter called the Program, in support of the Military Departments, hereafter called the Services.  

C.  APPLICABILITY AND SCOPE.  This DLAI is applicable to HQ DLA and the Defense Supply Centers (DSCs), except Defense Fuels Supply Center and the Subsistence Commodities of the Defense Personnel Support Center.

D.  DEFINITIONS

  1.  Essentiality Code (EC).  A code assigned to each National Stock Number (NSN) registered in the weapon systems support program to indicate the degree to which the failure of the part affects the ability of the weapon system to perform its intended mission.  Valid Essentiality codes are:

    a.  EC 1 ‑ Failure of this part will render the weapon system inoperable.

    b.  EC 5 ‑ Item does not qualify for EC1 but is needed for personnel safety.

      c.  EC 6 ‑ Item does not qualify for EC1 but is needed for legal, climatic, or other requirements peculiar to the planned operational environment of the end item.

      d.  EC 7 ‑ Item does not qualify for EC1 but is needed to prevent impairment or the temporary reduction of operational effectiveness of the end item.

      e.  EC 3 ‑ Failure of this part will not render the end item inoperable.

Note: The assignment of ECs to an NSN should be based upon analysis that supports its designation. An NSN, whose failure will not render the weapon system inoperable, should not be assigned an EC 1 designation.

  2.  Weapon System Designator Code (WSDC).  A three‑position code which the HQ Defense Logistics Agency, DLSC-CS assigns to all weapon systems in the Program.  The first two positions of the WSDC will be alpha, numeric, or a combination. The third position will always be an alpha indicating the Service registering the weapon system in the Program:

'A' for Army, 

'F' for Air Force, 

'M' for Marine Corps, 

'N' for Navy,  
‘Z’ for Coast Guard,

‘B’ for Federal Aviation Administration, and

‘R’ for National Weather Service.

  3.  Weapon System Group Code (WSGC).  A one-character alpha code indicating the criticality of the weapon system to the Service registering it in the Weapon Systems Support Program.  'A' indicates a most critical system, 'B' a critical system, and 'C' a least critical system. Each Service is restricted in the number of systems which they may register in each WSGC. HQ DLA, DLSC-CS will determine the number of weapon systems which may be assigned to each WSGC.

  4.  Weapon System Indicator Code (WSIC).  An internal DLA code given systemically to each NSN registered in the DLA Weapon System Support Program. The WSIC is determined by the Weapon System Group Code (WSGC) and NSN essentiality code (EC) and is used to determine the management intensity given to an NSN.  The NSN is managed according to the highest system criticality/NSN essentiality combination regardless of system applicability. Enclosure 1 lists the 15 WSICs used in the Program. 

  5.   Intensive Management.  “Intensive Management” means all efforts necessary to maintain a weapon system at or above an established DLA supply availability goal.  Intensive management techniques include, but are not limited to, the following:

    a.  Priority funding.

    b.  Personnel assigned to manage the weapon system.

    c.  Procurement actions and business arrangements to improve supplier responsiveness.

    d.  Special attention to NSNs that drive the mission capability rate below the Service goal.

    e.  Focal point at HQ DLA, DLSC-CS for systemic problems and a focal point at the DSCs for problem NSN support.

    f.  Readiness reviews of weapon systems falling below established DLA goals.

  6.  Reconciliation.  A joint effort between the Service ICP and DLA to compare all the NSNs in the Program data base with those in the Service records to ensure that both files match, the data in each file is accurate (for example, essentiality codes are properly assigned), and the files contain only the NSNs required to support the weapon system.

  7.   Stockage.

    a. For Initial Provisioning items of Essentiality Code (EC) 1,5,and 6, the NSN will be coded Acquisition Advice Code (AAC) Z.  The Numeric Stockage Objective (NSO) will equal the retail quantity.  The first buy will equal the NSO quantity.

    b. For Initial Provisioning items, EC 3,and 7, the NSN will be coded AAC J (non-stocked) if the Supply Support Request (SSR) retail quantity is less than 5.  If the SSR retail quantity is equal to or greater than 5, the item will be coded AAC Z.  The first buy is equal to the NSO quantity, which is equal to the retail quantity.

    c. For Nonprovisioning items of EC 1,5, and 6, the NSN will be coded as stocked and procured no later than the first demand.  EC 3,7 items will be coded as nonstocked (AAC J) unless it meets the normal stockage migration criteria, as referenced below.

    d. The stock migration of an item changing from nonstocked to stocked will be based on four demands in 12 months OR a change of the EC to 1,5,6 OR the accumulated SSR retail quantity equal to or greater than five OR on-hand inventory exists.

    e. The stock migration of an item changing from stocked to nonstocked will be based on DLA managing the item two years AND the EC is 3,7, or nonweapons AND the annual demand frequency is less than 3 and no on-hand stock or due-ins exists.
    f. For items under Consumable Item Transfer (CIT), there will be no downward adjustment of CIT items for two years after the item transfers to DLA.  After the two-year time period, the usual stock migration criteria will apply.

See enclosure 2 for graphical depiction of stockage policy.

E.  PROCEDURES

  1.  The Services will: 

    a.  Nominate weapon systems and components for inclusion in the Program. 

      (1) Weapon systems nominated for inclusion in the Program are submitted through and approved by the Service elements shown in enclosure 3. 

      (2) Provide all data and information to effectively manage the weapon systems to HQ DLA, DLSC-CS. See enclosure 4, DLA End Item Data Elements.

    b.  Register in the Program all DLA‑managed NSNs applicable to weapon systems.

      (1) NSNs can be registered through either:

        (a) A Weapon Item Data Transaction, Document Identifier Code (DIC) WS1, described in enclosure 5, or

         (b) An SSR with the DLA WSDC in the Header transaction (DIC CWA) and the EC in the Line Item transaction (DIC CX_).
      (2) Assign an EC to the NSN, in position 24 of the Weapon Item Data Transaction.  NSNs with a blank in the EC field will be managed as nonessential (EC 3) to the applicable weapon system.  

    c.  Maintain NSNs registered in the Program by ensuring that NSNs are registered against all applicable weapon systems and that the essentiality codes assigned are accurate, and NSNs are deleted when no longer applicable to the system.  

        (1) Notify DLA of adds, changes, and deletes via a WS1 transaction with the appropriate Weapon System Advice Code (enclosure 6).
       (2) Reconcile and coordinate program NSNs and ECs and

submit to the appropriate DLA Supply Centers, at least annually. Notify DLA DLSC-CSS, of scheduled and completed reconciliations along with a summary of adds, deletes and changes.

  2.  HQ DLA, the Readiness Analysis Team (DLSC-CSS) will:

    a.  Assign a Weapon System Designator Code (WSDC) for all weapon systems in the Program. 

    b.  Have the option of, on a case‑by‑case basis; upgrading the criticality (Weapon System Group Code) of severely impaired weapon systems so that the weapon system will receive a higher level of management attention and support from DLA.  DLA's decision to upgrade will not affect the total number of critical systems allowed per service. DLA will not selectively downgrade the criticality level without written permission of the managing

Service.

    c.  Monitor the Service’s annual reconciliation program and record reconciliation date upon notification of completion. Notify the Services in writing when systems have not been reconciled.  These systems will then be reviewed for possible deletion from DLA's files.  The DLA Readiness Analysis Team (DLSC-CSS) must approve any exceptions to this policy.

  3.  The Defense Supply Centers will:

    a.  Edit and validate transactions to ensure mandatory fields are acceptable and NSN is valid.

    b.  Send a Weapon Item Data Response Transaction (DIC WS3), enclosure 7, to the WS1 submitter when NSNs do not process into the Program or when action is required by the Service Inventory Control Points (ICPs) to ensure compatibility of files; e.g. when the WS1 carries a family member NSN and the family head is registered in the WSSP instead. The Weapon System Status Codes listed in enclosure 8 identify the reason why the WS3 transaction was created.
    c.  Add NSNs to the Program on an exception basis only and in coordination with the appropriate Service ICP.
    d.  Record Service as a user for the NSN in the Defense Logistics Information Service (DLIS) files when an NSN is submitted for inclusion in the Program. 

  4.  Exclusions.  The following classes of items can not be entered into the DLA Weapon Systems Support Program:

       a.  Compressed and liquefied gas cylinders, Federal Supply Class (FSC) 6830, either filled or unfilled.


  b.  Lumber products in FSCs 5510, 5520, and 5530.


  c.  Moist charged lead-acid batteries, FSC 6140.


  d.  Acquisition Advice Code W (Supply Status Code 5) items for generic items used in bid invitations and allowance lists against which no stocks are ever recorded.


e.  Subsistence items, fuels, ammunition, nonconsumable items, and items peculiar to use by a foreign country and not used by U.S.  Forces.

F. RESPONSIBILITY

    1.  The Assistant Executive Director, Readiness Group, DLSC-CS, will direct and administer the DLA Program.

    2.  The DLA Readiness Analysis Team (DLSC-CSS) is the functional administrator of the Program.

G.  EFFECTIVE DATE AND IMPLEMENTATION.  This publication is effective and shall be implemented upon distribution of the Apr 99 DLAPS CD‑ROM.

H.  INFORMATION REQUIREMENTS

    1. Monthly Reports. The Monthly Weapon System Summary Report provides performance data for each weapon system by Service and a total performance summary. These reports are provided electronically via e-mail and FTP for both Service and DLA activities.
