SUBJECT: Packaging Requirements for Flight Safety Critical Aviation Parts (FSCAP)
     MMLXC letter of August 8, 1996 rescinded their letter of May 13, 1996 and provided guidance on how DSCs will identify and manage FSCAPs, and forwarded a list of affected NSNs that have been identified from the U. S. Army Aviation Troop Command.  In subsequent discussions with the Military Services and DLA FSCAP POCs, we have developed the following minimum packaging guidelines that each ICP needs to follow in developing and managing the packaging requirements for all DLA-managed FSCAPs. 

     FSCAPs are identified in SAMMS/CTDF, Option A, Field 63 with a response of Y as well as a Y in the Critical Item Field (Field 12).  FSCAP packaging requirements will be set with the Quantity Unit Pack of 001" so that the quantity of materiel in the unit package always equals the unit of issue.  Each unit package will be marked with the NSN, Contract Number, Lot Number, Contractor CAGE code, Manufacturers CAGE code and part number.  

     Current, standard MIL-STD-129M marking requirements already include the NSN, contract number, and Contractor CAGE code.  Look up tables will need to be developed to pick up the Lot Number, Manufacturers CAGE code and part number.

     The future, standard MIL-STD-129N marking requirements will only call for the NSN, contract number, and part number.  The look up tables would need to be revised to also require the Contractor CAGE code.

     In this situation, the Depot handling of FSCAPs is minimized, and the Defense Reutilization and Marketing Offices will be able to market unused FSCAPs as aviation parts rather than scrap.  The additional income gained from sale of certified aviation parts will more than offset contractor packaging costs for these relatively expensive parts.
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     You should complete updating your packaging requirements for FSCAPs no later than March 1, 1996.
