DOING BUSINESS WITH DSCR

TYPES OF PROCUREMENTS

There are three basic types of procurements.

1. Part Number 

    A. New product
       - Not existing in the Federal Supply System or new technology

       - New National Stock Number (NSN) must be assigned

       - Product evaluation by one of the Services is required.

         OPTION A: Work with the local base, camp or station. Once

         the local activity is sold on the product they will 

         generate a Supply Support Request (SSR) and submit it to 

         the appropriate Engineering Support Activity (ESA), 

         requesting that a new NSN be established.

         OPTION B: Contact the ESA directly. The ESA has the option 

         of doing their own evaluation, referring the product to 

         another facility for evaluation, or requiring addition data 

         and/or testing from the manufacturer. Upon successful 

         completion of the evaluation, the Engineering Support 

         Activity (ESA) will submit a request for the establishment 

         of a new NSN.

       - Authorization for assignment of a new NSN must be provided

         by an ESA to Defense Supply Center Richmond (DSCR) before a

         new NSN can be added to the Federal Supply System

    B. Existing Product
       - The product is already in the Federal Supply System and a

         NSN has already been assigned

       - Alternate offer evaluation is required

       - The offerer must submit to DSCR a data package, on both 

         their product and the product in the current DSCR item 

         description, that includes the following:

              a. Narrative description of general characteristics

              b. List of specific chemical and physical properties 

                 and the corresponding test methods used to determine

                 the values provided.

              c. Narrative description of intended use

              d. Material Safety Data Sheet (on their product only)

              e. Shelf life (on their product only)

              f. Packaging (on their product only)

              g. Price (on their product only)

              h. Copy of product label complete with OSHA warning 

                 statement (on their product only)

2. Specification (Military, Federal, Commercial)

    A. Specification without a Qualified Product List (QPL)

       - No evaluation is required

       - The offerer is responsible for, and should pay particular

         attention to the following:

              a. Chemical and physical requirements

              b. Testing and/or inspection requirements

              c. Packaging, marking, and labeling requirements

    B. Specification with a QPL                     

       - Qualification is required

       - Qualification requirements and tests are provided in the

         specification

       - The offerer should contact the qualifying activity listed

         on the specification and/or QPL regarding product 

         qualification procedures

       - The offerer's product must be qualified to the 

         specification prior to contact award
3. Drawing (Military, Commercial)
       - Qualification may or may not be required

       - If qualification testing is required, the name and address 

         of the qualifying activity will be provided on the drawing 

       - The drawing will be provided by DSCR in the solicitation 

         package

       - The offerer should review the drawing to ensure that the 

         product offered meets all of the requirements as specified

  1. Scope

     - Abstract

  2. Applicable Documents

     - Lists all of the documents referenced within the 

       specification

  3. Requirements

     - Specifies all chemical and physical requirements that must be 

       met

  4. Quality Assurance Provisions

     - Provides the test methods and acceptance criterion employed to 

       ensure that the requirements of Section 3 and Section 5 are 

       met

  5. Packaging

     - Cites the packaging, marking, and labeling requirements

  6. Notes

     - Provides general information, including the intended use of 

       the product
