Statement of Concept

The Single Site Requisition Processing (SSRP) system is a real-time front-end to SAMMS.  All requisitions destined for DLA ICPs are first channeled through SSRP.  Utilizing asset data and tables extracted from SAMMS, SSRP replicates SAMMS requisition processing logic (within the parameters of the SSRP Business Rules) and generates Material Release Orders (MROs) to DAASC when sufficient assets exist to allow immediate issue.  SSRP uses the SAMMS asset balances when making its asset position review.

We are now pursuing an enhancement to SSRP that will allow NSN asset screening to occur against DSS balances ILO SAMMS balances while maintaining the integrity of the SAMMS balances.  DSS is the accountable record and is therefore considered to be the most accurate source of actual asset balances in the depot(s).  While this enhancement will not change the core functionality of SSRP, it will increase the asset accuracy of SSRP.  That, in turn, has the potential to increase the volume of MROs generated.  Another possible advantage is the opportunity to provide SSRP up-front visibility of NSN due-in receipts prior to posting in SAMMS.  This would translate into a much faster response to requisitions for those NSNs than is currently possible in SSRP or SAMMS.
