BLANKET PURCHASE AGREEMENT
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PART I – GENERAL

ATTENTION VENDORS

A.  Vendors wishing to receive DoD awards must be registered in the DoD Central Contractor Registration (CCR) database. Registration may be made via the internet at – http://www.ccr.gov.  This is the easiest, most efficient way to register.  Vendors may request a registration package be mailed to them by calling 1-888-227-2423.  Vendor must be registered in the DoD CCR database for the life of the BPA.  

B.  To establish a Blanket Purchase Agreement, Vendors are required to possess Electronic Commerce/ Electronic Data Interchange (EC/EDI) capabilities.   EC/EDI is the computer to computer exchange of information in a standard data format.  The standard data format which we will be using is called the American National Standards Institute’s X12 (ANSI X12) Standard for EDI.  The ANSI X12, Version 3050, transactions required for this BPA are the 836 (Procurement Notice), 840 (Request for Quote), 843 (Response to Request for Quotation), 850 (Purchase Order), 856 (Ship Notice/Manifest), 860 (Purchase Order Change Request), 865 (Purchase Order Change) and 997 (Functional Acknowledgement).  

All transactions shall be submitted EDI.  Quotes submitted via any other method will not be considered for automated award.

The minimum equipment requirements necessary to conduct Electronic Commerce are a personal computer with commercially available translation and communications software, a modem, and printer.  The approximate cost of such hardware and software is $2,500 to $5,000, depending on your needs.  DSCR will be using a Value Added Network (VAN) for passing data to and from Vendors.  

Since data will be passed through a VAN, the capability will be available to use almost any hardware platform.  This flexibility allows for better interfaces with your existing applications.

EDI translation software is used primarily to format flat files of data into ANSI X12 standard transactions.  There are many commercially available translation software packages for personal computers, minicomputers, and mainframes.

There are varied costs for EC/EDI software and services based upon your requirements.  Therefore, we strongly suggest that you contact all of the referenced parties in order to make an educated decision as to which hardware/software configuration best suits your needs. C.  This Blanket Purchase Agreement (BPA) is established with the authority to issue Requests for Quote (RFQs)  and calls through the use of the Automated Small Purchase Phase I System via SAMMS Procurement by Electronic Data Exchange (SPEDE) Rehost.  All future references to these systems will be called out as SPEDE Rehost.  RFQs and awards will be sent to the Vendor via EDI.  All pertinent details relating to the required supplies will be furnished in the individual RFQs and calls.  Due to the use of an automated purchasing system, no list of individuals authorized to place calls shall be provided.

D.  Supplies covered by this Agreement include items that are identified by National Stock Numbers (NSN) and others to which no NSN is assigned.  Quotes for surplus items or alternate items will not be considered (see Part  VI).

E.  The Vendor shall furnish said supplies, when ordered, in accordance with Part IV of this BPA.

F.  The Government is obligated only to the extent of authorized calls placed against the BPA.

G.  Vendors are requested to indicate below, or by attachment, the Federal Supply Class (FSC), Commercial and Government Entity (CAGE) Code, manufacturer name/division, address, phone number, and point of contact for each manufacturer of items they propose to provide under this agreement.  Upon submission of initial application, non-manufacturers are required to furnish a letter, on the manufacturer’s letterhead, verifying authorized dealer status.  Manufacturing Divisions must be identified individually.  FSCs will be required for each manufacturer.  Vendors will not be issued a BPA until such data is provided.  

The Vendor’s list of manufacturers should be provided in the following format.  Manufacturer’s letters will be provided as an attachment to this list in the same sequence as the list.

     2.  DSCR Federal Supply Class (FSC) List may be obtained on the Internet at:

3.  After initial establishment of the BPA, any subsequent request to add additional manufacturers to the BPA must be accompanied by a letter from the manufacturer stating the Vendor is an authorized dealer for that manufacturer.   It is the responsibility of each Vendor to send updates (adds and deletes) as they occur.  If it is found that the Vendor is not notifying this Contracting Office when he is no longer an authorized dealer for a listed CAGE, or when the Vendor repeatedly “No Bids” without an explanation, the Government reserves the right to unilaterally remove those CAGEs from the Vendor’s Agreement.  The Government also reserves the right to suspend or withdraw a Vendor’s Agreement if the Vendor fails to comply with terms of this agreement. 

H.  BLANKET PURCHASE AGREEMENT  REQUIREMENTS

1.  This Agreement will automatically be renewed for additional yearly periods at the beginning of each fiscal year; i.e., 1 October, unless otherwise modified by the Contracting Officer.   Advancement of the fiscal year to the new fiscal year within the BPA number shall indicate this renewal.  (For example, SP0400-02-A-1234 would become SP0400-03-A-1234).   No formal modification to the BPA will be issued to reflect this yearly change.

a.   Once this agreement becomes effective (signed and submitted by the Vendor and accepted by the Contracting Officer) calls for fiscal year (FY) 2002 will begin with 5001.  

b.  Beginning October 1, 2002, calls issued against the Agreement will begin with 0001.   At the start of each fiscal year, the call number sequence will be reset to begin with 0001.

c.  Requests for Quote (RFQs) issued under this Agreement will have a “Z” in the 9th position of the solicitation number (SP0400-02-Z-0001).  

2.  This Agreement may be withdrawn by either party furnishing written notice at least 30 days prior to the desired date of discontinuance.  When the Government’s review of performance reveals late delivery, overpricing, incorrect packing, or other areas of Vendor noncompliance with the terms of this BPA, the Government may suspend or withdraw this Agreement without prior written notice.

I.   Individual automated calls placed against this BPA will be limited to a dollar threshold of $25,000.

J.   Delivery terms for automated award shall be f.o.b. destination only.

K.  A review of the BPA files will be conducted at least semiannually to determine if there is a need to continue the Agreement and to ensure the Vendor is in compliance with BPA provisions and authorized procedures. 

PART II – AGREEMENT  REQUIREMENTS
A. These requirements affect all BPA awards.

 EVALUATION FACTORS:

1.  COMPETITION:  Quotes will be sought on a competitive basis on each RFQ among other holders of a   SPEDE Rehost BPA.   

2.  RULES OF ENGAGEMENT:  All responsible BPA holders may submit a quote.  Vendors are urged to submit quotes as soon as possible, but no later than the Respond By date.  In the event a solicited purchase request escalates to an urgent requirement, the Government reserves the right to award prior to the RFQ Respond By date. When submitting an electronic quote, documents such as Material Safety Data Sheets, hazardous warning labels, etc., when required by clauses incorporated in the RFQ, should be submitted via fax to the buyer (see Part XII) by the RFQ Respond By date. Document(s) should reference the RFQ number, NSN, and PR number. 

3.  EXACT ITEM:  Only the exact item as listed in the item description is acceptable.  Supplying any product other than what is cited in the item description will be deemed as furnishing non-conforming supplies.  Quotes for surplus items or alternate items will not be considered.   (See Part VI - Part Number Changes/Alternate Offers/Obsolete Parts).

 
4.  TIE BIDS:

 

a.  If two or more Vendors are quoting bid without exception and have the same price, the

 

vendor with the soonest delivery will get the award.

b.  If two or more Vendors are quoting bid without exception and have the same price and delivery, the vendor who submitted their quote first will get the award (all quotes will be date and time stamped).

ADDITIONAL TERMS:

    5.  By completing and returning a quote, the Vender represents an intent to perform at the total 

    price stated in the quote subject to the terms and conditions of the Agreement should the Government 

    issue the Vendor an award.   

 
6.  PRICING:

 a.  Prices quoted to the Government shall be as low or lower than those charged the supplier’s most   favored customer for comparable quantities under similar terms and conditions, in addition to any discounts for prompt payment.

b.  Prices charged by the Vendor for supplies ordered under this Agreement will be net prices reflecting any volume or trade discounts, transportation costs; packaging, Bar Code Markings, preparation for delivery costs; and all applicable taxes.

c.  Vendor requests for price increase after award may result in cancellation of the call.

7.  PRICE REVIEWS:  The Government may conduct post-award reviews to assure reasonableness of prices for items supplied and for compliance with paragraph 6 above, entitled Pricing.  Should a review indicate the need for justification of the prices charged for a particular item, the Vendor agrees to furnish the Government sufficient information to establish the reasonableness of the prices charged.  Some factors the Government may consider in determining reasonableness of prices will be invoices and other actual cost data, catalog or market prices paid, comparison to similar items, value analysis, and visual analysis.  The Vendor must maintain records supporting each transaction under the Agreement for a period of three years after completion of each transaction.  The Vendor agrees that the Contracting Officer or his authorized representative may audit such records during the normal working hours within the three-year period.  Failure to respond to Government inquiries regarding price may result in cancellation of the BPA or removal of CAGE codes.

8.   AUTOMATED BEST VALUE SYSTEM (ABVS):  The Vendor's performance on calls against this Agreement will be reflected in their ABVS score (used to evaluate non-SPEDE Rehost requirements).      

 9.  DSCR may preclude Vendors who repeatedly deliver after the BPA call delivery date from

 receiving future BPA awards via SPEDE Rehost.

B. Auto Award  – SPEDE Rehost

Auto Awards via SPEDE Rehost will be made to the Vendor with the lowest price quoting bid without exception.  RFQs will be evaluated for auto award once all solicited Vendors have responded or once the Respond By date has been reached, whichever occurs first. 

C. Buyer Review Award – SPEDE Rehost

These are awards that require buyer review prior to releasing the award in the system.  Buyers review price, compliance with BPA terms, quotes with remarks, and bids with exception.  Buyer release of the SPEDE Rehost award finalizes the award decision.  

PART III – NEW INCLUSIONS/EXCLUSIONS

NEW INCLUSIONS/CHANGES:

A.   COMPETITIVE SYSTEM:  SPEDE Rehost is a competitive system that solicits multiple quotes for known Government requirements and can make award decisions based on competition.

B.  HAZARDOUS ITEMS:  SPEDE Rehost has the capability to solicit and award acquisitions for hazardous

material.  (Hazardous material includes any material defined as hazardous under the latest version of Federal Standard No. 313.)  Packaging shall be in accordance with the packaging data on the RFQ.

1.  Clause 52.223-3, Hazardous Material Identification and Material Safety Data, incorporated in Part XI, Subpart 2, is added.

2.  The quoter shall submit via an EDI 843 transaction (in Remarks) a statement “Hazardous Material – MSDS/HWL being faxed.”

3.  The quoter shall fax to the buyer a Material Safety Data Sheet (MSDS) and a Hazard Warning Label (HWL), if applicable.  The MSDS and HWL must be received by the buyer no later than the RFQ Respond By date.   This is a new requirement in that the MSDS and HWL, if applicable, must now be provided prior to award.   (Fax numbers are provided at Part XII.)

C.  SHELF LIFE ITEMS:  SPEDE Rehost has the added capability to solicit and award acquisitions for shelf life

items.  

Clause 52.211-9G01, Shelf Life Items Manufacturing Restrictions, incorporated in Part XI, Subpart 2, is

applicable.

D.  DRAWINGS:  SPEDE Rehost has the capability to solicit and award items manufactured to drawings.

     1.   Only items manufactured to drawings as identified in the item description are acceptable.  



2.   When the item description states that an unrestricted technical data package is available at DSCR, Vendors can view or order drawings via http://www.dscr.dla.mil/TDMD.   Telephone requests may be made by calling (804) 279-3356 (alternate numbers are 4174, 6129, or 3547) or sending a FAX to (804) 279-4946.  

E.  SPECIFICATIONS:  SPEDE Rehost has the capability to solicit and award items manufactured to

specifications.  These may be military specifications (MIL SPECS), federal specifications (FED SPECS), Commercial Item Descriptions (CIDS) or commercial specifications such as ANSI and NIOSH specifications.  Vendors can obtain MIL SPECS, FED SPECS, and CIDS through the Naval Publication Center in Philadelphia at the following address:

 See Clause 52.211-9G13, incorporated in Section XI, Subpart 1, for obtaining industry standards.

F.  CRITICAL ITEMS:  SPEDE Rehost has the added capability to solicit and award critical items.

     1.  Critical items may require source inspection.  Inspection requirements will be specified in the RFQ and award.   For items requiring source inspection, quotes of destination inspection will be bids with exception. 

     2.  Clauses 52.208-9G01, Notify Government of Production Phase-Out, and 252.223-7004, Drug Free Work   Force, incorporated in Section XI, Subpart 2, are applicable.

G. SPEDE REHOST EXCLUSIONS: - Surplus, Source Control Items, Configuration Control Item, Flight

Safety Critical Items, Foreign Military Sales (FMS), Qualified Product’s List (QPLs), Export Control Items and Life Support Items are excluded.  Items requiring First Article or other special testing, restricted/controlled technical data, and mylars are also excluded from SPEDE Rehost.

PART IV - ORDERING PROCEDURES

A.  Vendor will receive Requests for Quote via an EDI 840 transaction.  The Vendor will respond back via EDI using an 843 transaction (Response to Request for Quote).   Vendor will be notified of award via an EDI 850 transaction (Purchase Order).

B.  The Vendor shall respond via an EDI 843 transaction by the RFQ Respond By date which shall be no later than five (5) calendar days from the date shown as the RFQ Issue date.  Quotes submitted after the Respond By date will only be considered if no other EDI quotes have been received.

C.  Quoted prices shall be on an f.o.b. destination basis and include in the cost of the item costs for transportation, Bar Code Marking, packaging, other preparation for delivery, and all applicable taxes (Federal, State, Local, and Excise Taxes).  

D.  Any quote transmitted to DSCR via an EDI 843 transaction will be considered valid for sixty days from the Respond By date of the RFQ.  

E.  In the event the Vendor cannot supply the required item in the specified quantity, the Vendor will enter a “No Bid,” furnish a brief explanatory notation in Remarks outlining the reason for the no bid, and transmit this information back to DSCR.  Repeated “No Bid” responses without an explanation may result in suspension or withdrawal of the BPA or removal of the manufacturer’s CAGE code.

F.  The maximum dollar amount of an automated BPA call issued under this agreement cannot exceed $25,000.  

G.  SHIPMENT SHALL NOT BE MADE PRIOR TO RECEIPT OF THE EDI 850 TRANSACTION.   Unauthorized shipments will be recovered by the Vendor and returned at Vendor's expense.

PART V - VARIATION IN QUANTITY/MINIMUM ORDER QUANTITY

VARIATION IN QUANTITY:  

A.  The Vendor has the option of invoking FAR clause 52.211-16, Variation in Quantity, incorporated in Part

XI, Subpart 1, not to exceed 10% increase or decrease, provided the conditions described within the clause are

present, except, the Vendor shall not include any variation in quantity if:

1.  application of the variation will cause the total price to exceed $25,000. 

2.  the request for quote specifies “Furnish exact quantity requested” and/or “This requirement is to be furnished in one continuous length.” or;

3.  the application of the quantity increase/decrease will not result in a whole unit.  For example, the request for quote must specify a minimum of 100 units to invoke a 10% variation, allowing the Vendor to furnish either 90 units (10% decrease) or 110 units (10% increase).

     4.  the requirement is less than 100 units.

B.  The Vendor will indicate the variation of quantity in the applicable location.  The Government reserves the

right to reject the quantity variance.

MINIMUM ORDER QUANTITY:  

A.  Manufacturer’s minimum order quantities may be considered if the information is provided when quoting. 

If the quantity solicited is less than the minimum order quantity stated in the manufacturer’s price list, the

Vendor may increase the quantity to the manufacturer’s minimum order quantity.  Minimum order quantity quotes will not be considered for automated award when:  

     1.  the total price will exceed $25,000, or

2.  the RFQ specifies “furnish exact quantity requested” and/or “this requirement is to be furnished in one continuous length.”

B.  The Government reserves the right to award the call to a Vendor quoting the exact quantity requested in the

RFQ.
PART VI - PART NUMBER CHANGES/ALTERNATE OFFERS/ OBSOLETE PARTS
A.  PART NUMBER CHANGE:  If the Vendor is aware that the part number cited on the BPA item description has changed but the item has in no way changed in either fit, form or function, the Vendor should submit a quote via an EDI 843 transaction and annotate the new part number, the manufacturer POC information (name, telephone and fax number) under remarks.  Failure to comply with this requirement may result in the quote not being considered.

B.  ALTERNATE OFFERS:  

1.  Except as authorized in the paragraph A. above, only the part number cited in the item description is to be furnished.  Alternate parts, meaning those not cited in the item description, are not acceptable under this agreement.  No substitution of any other part number is authorized even though "or Equal" is stated in the item description.  Vendor shall annotate the EDI 843 transaction “No Bid” if they cannot supply the exact part number as cited in the item description.   An explanation should be provided in remarks.

2.  Although quotes for alternate items will not be considered for SPEDE Rehost automated awards, alternate items may be submitted for consideration/acceptance for future procurements.  Submit your request for approval, citing the National Stock Number (NSN) and including technical data as outlined in DLAD Clause 52.217-9002, CONDITIONS FOR EVALUATION AND ACCEPTANCE OF OFFERS FOR PART NUMBERED ITEMS (Section 1 of the Master Solicitation), to the following address:

C.  OBSOLETE PARTS:  If a part has become obsolete and is no longer available, the Vendor shall annotate the EDI 843 “No Bid.” A statement explaining the item is obsolete should be provided under remarks.   The Vendor shall supply a letter from the manufacturer (on manufacturer’s letterhead) stating the item is obsolete and providing the manufacturer’s POC  (name, telephone and fax number).  This letter must be received on the same day that the EDI 843 transaction is sent.   Failure to comply with this requirement may result in suspension of the BPA or removal of the manufacturer’s CAGE code.

(Fax numbers are provided at Part XII.)   

PART VII - GENERAL DELIVERY INFORMATION

A.  TIME OF DELIVERY

1.  The required delivery date shall be expressed as six digits.  The first two digits indicate the calendar year, the next two indicate the month, and the last two indicate the day.  If delivery is required by 17 March 2002, then this would be expressed  numerically as 020317.

   2.    Vendors will not ship supplies until an EDI 850 transaction award notification is received.  

Delivery date will be as cited in the EDI 850 transaction. 

3.  An appraisal of the Vendor's performance will be made during the life of the BPA to determine compliance with delivery requirements.  Failure to deliver on time will adversely impact the Vendor’s ABVS score.   Agreements may be suspended or withdrawn without prior notification if it is determined the Vendor is consistently not delivering on-time.   

4.  A periodic review of the Vendor's performance on outstanding calls will be made.  As a result of this review, the Government may cancel all calls that are delinquent, (not shipped within the time specified in the call).

5. Partial shipments are not acceptable, unless specifically requested by the Administrative

Contracting Officer.  

6.  Contact the DSCR Center Support Branch (Transportation Office) (see Part X) before shipping any items scheduled for delivery to a Container Consolidation Point (CCP), aerial port, water port,  Military Ocean Terminal (MOT), a Navy ship, or other mobile unit.  

B. METHOD OF SHIPMENT:  All shipments must be made via traceable means, unless an exception applies (see Part VIII).              

C. CONSOLIDATED SHIPMENTS:

Vendors MAY consolidate multiple calls requiring a “MARK FOR” for one destination for shipments destined for delivery within the continental United States (CONUS) – 

        EXCEPT:   Shipments destined for an APO/FPO address.

        When consolidating shipments, an additional copy of the consolidated packing list shall be placed in a waterproof envelope attached to the outside of the shipping container and the shipping container marked "CONSOLIDATED SHIPMENT."

 Shipments with different "MARK FORs," for either delivery in CONUS or OCONUS, SHALL NOT

 be consolidated.  

D.  INSPECTION AND ACCEPTANCE    

1.  RFQs require inspection and acceptance at destination EXCEPT when the item description has a statement indicating either source or origin inspection applies.  In that event, origin inspection and acceptance shall apply.  Quotes should be made on the same inspection and acceptance basis as cited in 

the RFQ.   If a Vendor quotes inspection and acceptance at origin on an RFQ that cites inspection and acceptance at destination, the quote will be manually evaluated by the buyer; and an evaluation factor of $250.00 will be added to total quoted price in accordance with Provision 52.213-9001, EVALUATION FACTOR FOR SOURCE INSPECTION, incorporated in Part XI, Subpart 2.

2.   Calls require inspection and acceptance at destination EXCEPT when the item description has a statement indicating either source or origin inspection applies.   In that event, origin inspection and acceptance shall apply.

           a.  For fast pay orders, inspection and acceptance will be at the ultimate destination.  A commercial   

shipping document must  accompany the shipment.   (Clause 52.247-9G07, incorporated in Part XI,   Subpart 1, applies.) 

b.  For non-fast pay orders and those requiring source or origin inspection and acceptance, a DD Form 250,  Material Receiving Report, is required.  (See Appendix F of DoD FAR Supplement for instructions on completing this form.) (DFARS Clause 252.246-7000, incorporated in Part XI, Subpart 2, is applicable.)

3.   Vendors are cautioned - for awards requiring source or origin inspection, shipment shall not be made until items are inspected by the cognizant Contract Administration office.    

E.  UNAUTHORIZED SHIPMENTS

SHIPMENT SHALL NOT BE MADE PRIOR TO RECEIPT OF THE EDI 850 TRANSACTION.  If the Vendor ships prior to receiving an EDI 850 transaction or if an award is cancelled or withdrawn and the Vendor subsequently ships the supplies, such shipments are not authorized.  The Government, therefore, assumes no responsibility.  In such cases, it will be the responsibility of the Vendor to contact the addressee for return or other disposition of supplies.

PART VIII - PREPARATION FOR DELIVERY

A. PACKAGING --Packaging shall be in accordance with the instructions set forth in the "Packaging Data"    

      block of the RFQ.  

     1.  Military:  DSCR uses MIL-STD-2073, DoD Material Procedures for Development and Application of 

Packaging Requirements and Packaging Requirement Codes, for establishing and identifying packaging requirements.  The phrase “Packaging Data MIL-STD-2073” and all applicable codes along with any other special instructions will be indicated in the “Packaging Data” block.  When the phrase “Palletization shall be in accordance with D001450000 Rev B, dated 01290”, palletization shall be required in accordance with DSCR Clause 52.211-9G22, incorporated in Part XI, Subpart 2, and DSCR Palletization Requirement for MIL-STD-2073, D001450000 Rev B, dated 01290.  Packaging and Mark For information will be specified on each call.  Note:  Palletization is required if the total number of containers being shipped to any one destination exceeds either 250 pounds (excluding pallet) or a volume of 20 Cubic feet. 2.  Commercial:   When commercial packaging is authorized, it shall be accomplished in accordance with the applicable paragraph of the specification or ASTM-D-3951, “Standard Practice for Commercial Packaging", if a commercial packaging paragraph does not exist.
