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CSI Identification and Source Determination       

Aviation and Missile Research, Development and Engineering Center (AMRDEC) will furnish the Technical Oversight Office at DSCR-VGB with a list of Army designate CSI items. The list will provide NSNs with corresponding Approved part numbers and Sources of Supply. Additionally it will identify the specific NSNs, which are exempt from serialization requirements. VGB distributes the CSI list to DSCR-OZS for coding in SAMMS (Verb SPTD, Option A, Block 69, SPC 05) and posts the CSI list to the Technical Oversight’s Website. All changes to the CSI list will come from AMRDEC to VGB. VGB will notify OZS to add or remove SPC Code 05 and applicable CSI tables.

Resolution of Conflicts/ Challenges
Approved Sources are located in the database identified as the “Army Critical Safety Items” link at the VG Army CSI Website. Any contradictory information between 339 responses, ARTIS Sector 2800 data or the Army CSI listing from AMRDEC; conflicting responses from the additional Service user ESAs; or requests for exemptions to the CSI requirements from the Manufacturers, shall be forwarded to DSCR-VGB Army CSI team for resolution with AMRDEC. 

Procedures for DSCR Product Personnel, when performing Missing Data Work List (MDWL) /Release Strategy Workflow (RSW).
The Product Specialist shall use the following guidance to update the contracting technical data field (CTDF) for Army identified aviation CSIs:

1. Procedures established July 2001 require that all Procurements for Army application NSNs require the Procuring activity verify the data available in the Army Alpha Remote Terminal Inquiry System (ARTIS) to access the Commodity Command Standard System (CCSS) Sector 2800. The requirement is reasserted for an Army Critical Safety Item (ACSI) NSN. Access the AMRDEC ARTIS Sector 2800 data and review the following; AMRC (Army equivalent of AMC/AMSC), Approved Sources, First Article Testing (FAT), Quality Assurance Provisions (QAPs), Serialization and Critical Characteristics for manufacturing requirements and verify the last date of validation. If the data available indicates that the ARTIS has been validated within the past 12 months of the review date, update the SAMMs CTDF to correspond to the information cited in the ARTIS.  A Validation date, which exceeds 12 month from the MDWL review date, requires that a 339 be submitted to AMRDEC, requesting that the information referenced above be reviewed and updated in the ARTIS Sector 2800. 

2. SPC CODING: Check Option “A” in the CTDF, verb SPTD for Special Process Code (“A” Field, Block #69). If the item has been identified as being CSI (SPC 05), validate the sources cited in the AID. Verify that the AMC/AMSC corresponds to the AMRC cited in ARTIS Sector 2800. 

3. SOURCE VALIDATION: Check Option “B”: AMCOM must approve Sources cited in the Procurement Item Description (PID).  Use the Army Alpha Remote Terminal Inquiry System (ARTIS) to access the Commodity Command Standard System (CCSS) Sector 2800, to identify any ESA approved source(s)and to determine if a Spares Technical Data Package (STDP) is required for procurement. Use only the source(s) and/or STDP listed in sector 2800 for procurement except when the acquisition is in accordance with a coordinated standardization document, Critical Item Procurement Requirements Document (CIPRD). 

Note: When circumstances dictate immediate Procurement and ARTIS requires AMCOM validation, Sources cited as Approved on the Army Critical Safety Items database at the VG Army CSI Website may be utilized. The CSI list is received and maintained by DSCR-VGB. Each time sources are validated against the ARTIS & CSI list. Document the tech history on line C02 indicating the list date cited at the time of validation. SPTD, Option “D”.

Note2: Other than Sources listed on a QPL/QML or CIPRDs, all other sources must be revalidated via DLA Form 339 if the last award has not been delivered within the last 3 years prior to current recommended buy. “E” Block the TOR pending the Response from the ESA. Should the response indicate that a previously approved source require revalidation, remove the source from the PID and indicate in the TGI Field, that the Source is pending requalification by the ESA. Sources with negative quality history will require revalidation regardless of the time period since previous award. Annotate Tech History Field on all actions.
Sources removed from the AID/POT shall be immediately notified and provided with instructions for requalification, whenever it is determined by the ESA that requalification is required. During the Missing Data Work List (MDWL)/Release Strategy Workflow (RSW) review stage, it shall be the Product Specialist responsibility to notify the manufacturers. For Active Solicitations or Contracts/Purchase Order, the Product specialist will notify the Procuring Official/Purchasing Specialist or Contract Administrator, as appropriate, who shall be responsible for notifying the manufacturer of the requirement for requalification.

Note3: AMCOM requires that Sources cited on a, Source Control or Configuration Control, drawing as approved sources, be further Approved by AMCOM. Any NSN which cites an approved SCD source not cited in the ARTIS and ACSI list will require the submission of Form 339 requesting review of the Source, as well as any additional requirements to qualify the source, should AMCOM indicate that further qualification is required to approve the source. 

4. FIRST ARTICLE TESTING: (FAT) is required for all Army CSI solicitations.  FAT may be waived by the DLA Product Specialist providing the contractor has delivered the same item within the last three years for Commercial or Government Contracts, for Spares or for assembly in the NHA/End Assembly, has no unfavorable quality history, has not relocated, proposed changes to the processes or changed any subcontractors. All other waiver requests, which do not meet these conditions, shall be forwarded to AMRDEC for consideration if the QAS deems the waiver appropriate. 

Note: When waiver of FAT is authorized either by DLA or AMCOM the Tech should convey this fact to the Procurement Specialist and advise them to include DPACS Clause I27B. (Document FAT waiver/action information in the Quality Evaluation Program (QEP)(verb SFAD, FAT Data) in SAMMS.

5. SERIALIZATION: Unless waived by AMCOM, all Army CSI procurements require SQAP-SER1 or the CDRL requirements provided by AMRDEC Serialization Office. Validate Serialization requirements with TAMMs-A/SNRR via e-mails at AMRDEC Serialization Office. In the event that the ARTIS or ACSI Serialization requirements differ from the TAMMs-A/SNRR response or when ARTIS validation is required submit Form 339 to AMCOM, include the TAMMs-A/SNRR response and request that the serialization requirements be validated. Document the CTDF Tech History field with the determination and date of response. Forward any attached CDRL/DD1423 requirements to OZS Mike Levins, for addition to the CDRL data listing and annotate the AID with the following note; “SERIAL NUMBER REPORTING REQUIREMENTS  (SNRR) APPLIES / DD FORM 1423 REQUIREMENTS APPLY.” 

Note: In the event AMRDEC indicates that Serialization is not required for the ACSI NSN, code SQAP-SER1 as Q/Z in the CTDF “E” field and delete any Serialization CDRLs from the CTDF  “B” fields and notify Mike Levins to remove the related CDRL from the DSCR website.

6. QUALITY ASSURANCE PROVISIONS: All Army CSIs require that AMRDEC QE-STD-1 or DLA QAP-020 be cited in all solicitations and contracts.

EXCEPTION: Sources identified by AMRDEC, as having an AMRDEC Approved FSP Program and cited on the VG Army CSI Website, are authorized to use their internal FSP program ILO QE-STD-1 or QAP-020. QAS shall request for AMRDEC review for consideration from additional manufacturers to the Army CSI Monitor for coordination.

7. DEALERS AND DISTRIBUTORS will be listed in the TGI Field. They must offer exact product (cage, part number and revision level) cited in the AID. The Procuring Official will provide Traceability Documentation to the QAS, for submission the Technical Oversight Office and AMCOM via the Army CSI Traceability Documentation (DSCR) Mailbox  (Include the NSN and Contract Award Number in the Subject Line of the e-mail.) 

Note: Certificates of QUALITY Conformance (CoQCs) have been approved by AMCOM as Acceptable Traceability Documentation. (Document use of CoQC information the Quality Evaluation Program (QEP)(verb SSQD Special QA Data) in SAMMS.

8. SURPLUS OFFERS for CSI items will be submitted via Form 339 to the ESA for evaluation. Surplus material previously approved by ESA for CSI procurement does not require additional ESA approval, provided no adverse Quality History or configuration changes have been noted. Follow the Guidelines for Surplus review. 

9. QUALITY ASSURANCE LETTER OF INSTRUCTION (QALI) is mandatory for all contracts awarded to Dealers/Distributors and Surplus Dealers for CSI items. A QALI is required after selection and prior to award for Surplus offers. QALIs are not applicable to the Approved Sources as cited on the ACSI List  (See Table ZQT05 for specifics on QALI). All QALIs shall be documented in the QEP (verb SQAL))

10. PRODUCTION LOT TESTING requirements cannot be unilaterally waived by DLA. All waivers or deviation requests (except as listed above) must be forwarded to the ESA via 339 for approval. (Document waivers in the Quality Evaluation Program (QEP)(verb SNON Nonconforming Data) in SAMMS.

11. ORIGIN INSPECTION (PIC C) is mandatory unless waived by ESA. Any PIC changed to “2” due to MID 909 shall be returned to “C” a line entry indicating the date the QAS identification and table Q0104 in the CTDF N field.

12. CERTIFICATE OF CONFORMANCE (COC) is not authorized without Approval of the ESA.

13. DOCUMENT TECHNICAL HISTORY any and all authorities to deviate from the requirements for the management of Army CSI NSNs. (i.e. when DLA Form 339 is sent/received from ESA with their direction. Entry must include 339 control #, date, POC and from which ESA answer was received. Guidance Letter’s Subject and date information, e-mail date & POC, etc.) 

Material Review Board (MRB)
Material Review Board (MRB) authority must be specifically withheld for all minor and major nonconformances. (DLAD 52.211-9007)

Exceptions: Sources identified as having MRB authority identified IAW AMRDEC Memorandum, AMSRD-AMR-AE-K dated 17 December 2003, located on the Elknet Website, Technical Oversight and Product Assurance Division, are exempt from Clauses 52.211-9006 & 52.211-9007 and authorized to retain MRB Authority.

Award Checklist Review 

Upon receipt of the Award Checklist from the Procurement Specialist, the Product Specialist will verify that the Award is to an Approved Source cited the ACSI list posted, at the date of review, for the NSN pending procurement. Additionally the award shall be reviewed to ensure that QAPs, FAT and Serialization or waivers are cited as required in the CTDF. Document the CTDF Technical History (D Field), The date of Checklist validation, the Source cage and date of the ACSI list used for validation. 

Note: Awards to UNAPPROVED Sources shall be brought to the attention of the Procurement Specialist immediately for corrective action.
