Guidance for the Processing of Traceability Documentation to AMCOM

DLA has received an extension until 1 Oct 2003 for implementation of a program to provide traceability information from dealers and distributors to AMCOM for review.  Formal method of collection and internal review will be the responsibility of each individual ICP.

The individual ICP will provide DSCR Technical Oversight Office with information regarding their procedures and Points of Contact, for the resolutions of conflicts or request for additional information. 

AMCOM engineering has requested a single collection point for this data, DSCR Technical Oversight Office has established the ARMY CSI TRACEABILITY DOCUMENTATION mailbox (armycsitracedoc.dscr@dla.mil ). 

Each ICP will forward the traceability information, in accordance with their established procedures, to the ARMY CSI TRACEABILITY DOCUMENTATION mailbox as a scanned PDF or TIF e-mail attachment. The Subject line format should cite NSN: xxxx-xx-xxx-xxxx, KT: ###############; Award Cage:*****, to readily match the data with the appropriate Contract Award.

DSCR Technical Oversight Office will review the mailbox daily and forward the received data to the US ARMY AVIATION AND MISSILE COMMAND (AMCOM); Critical Safety Item Branch (AMSAM-RD-AE-K).

AMCOM will provide responses on acceptability back to DSCR Technical Oversight Office for tracking and distribution to the appropriate ICP. DSCR-VGB will provide AMCOM the e-mail, FAX and mailing address for the POCs upon request.

Dealer / Distributor Traceability Documentation

Scope: To establish procedures for verifying traceability documentation provided to the Defense Logistic Agency (DLA) procurement personnel from the Dealers/Distributors for AMCOM APPROVED PRIME AIRFRAME/ENGINE INTEGRATOR is sufficient to show the parts being provided by the Dealer/Distributor is from an AMCOM approved source and for the correct part number/configuration required.

Purpose: To demonstrate to the Aviation and Missile Command (AMCOM) that DLA policies regarding the use of Dealers/Distributors for AMCOM APPROVED PRIME AIRFRAME/ENGINE INTEGRATORs meet the Army requirements for aviation Critical Safety Items (CSI).

DSCR Technical Oversight Office will forward the traceability documentation to AMCOM, Aviation Engineering Directorate (AED) prior to award for evaluation.  Traceability Documentation shall be sent via e-mail to the Critical Safety Item Branch in AED. The AED will indicate if the data supplied is sufficient enough to document the Dealer/Distributor is properly providing the approved parts from the AMCOM approved source.  Or AED will identify the type of documentation that is determined to be lacking for this review.   The AED shall provide the ICP focal point for Army CSI and the Defense Supply Center Richmond (DSCR-VGB) the determination of the review within 15 working days in order to avoid any delay in supporting the ARMY customers.
