ANY VARIATION FROM THE ABOVE STATEMENT MUST BE REFERRED TO TECHNICAL FOR EVALUATION (SEE DLAD 11.301,11.302-90, 11.302.91, AND 11.304.90). AUTOMATED ACQUISITIONS ARE NOT AUTHORIZED. PRIME VENDOR TYPE CONTRACTS ARE NOT AUTHORIZED, UNLESS REQUIREMENTS IN DLAD 11.302-91(A)(9) ARE MET. ORIGIN INSPECTION IS MANDATORY. CERTIFICATE OF CONFORMANCE IS NOT AUTHORIZED. MATERIAL REVIEW BOARD (MRB) AUTHORITY WILL BE SPECIFICALLY WITHHELD. DO NOT WAIVE ANY QUALITY REQUIREMENT WITHOUT REFERRING THE PR TO THE QUALITY ASSURANCE SPECIALIST (QAS). NOTIFY THE QAS OF ANY DOCUMENTATION THAT WAS NOT OBTAINED FROM THE CONTRACTOR PRIOR TO AWARD (SEE DLAD 11.302-91(A)(11).

TECHNICAL REQUIREMENT:  SOURCES IDENTIFIED IN THE AID MUST BE APPROVED BY THE AMCOM ESA.  USE THE ARMY ALPHA REMOTE TERMINAL INQUIRY SYSTEM (ARTIS) TO ACCESS THE COMMODITY COMMAND STANDARD SYSTEM (CCSS)SECTOR 2800, TO IDENTIFY ANY ESA APPROVED SOURCE(S)AND TO DETERMINE IF A SPARES TECHNICAL DATA PACKAGE (STDP) IS REQUIRED FOR PROCUREMENT. USE ONLY THE SOURCE(S) AND/OR STDP LISTED IN SECTOR 2800 FOR PROCUREMENT EXCEPT WHEN THE ACQUISITION IS IN ACCORDANCE WITH A COORDINATED STANDARDIZATION DOCUMENT, CRITICAL ITEM PROCUREMENT REQUIREMENTS DOCUMENT (CIPRD), OR SOURCE CONTROL DRAWING. IN THOSE CASES WHERE A CCSS SECTOR 2800 HAS NOT BEEN ESTABLISHED, INITIATE A 339 (CHECK BLOCK 15.H) REQUESTING A SECTOR 2800 BE ESTABLISHED.  WHEN THE SUPPLY PRIORITY DICTATES, THE ACQUISITION MAY BE RELEASED BY USING THE APPROVED SOURCE(S) LISTED IN THE ARMY CSI SOURCE DATABASE. AUTOMATED ACQUISITIONS ARE NOT AUTHORIZED.

ENSURE THE AMSC IS EQUAL TO B, C, T, OR OTHER APPROPRIATE RESTRICTIVE AMSC (K,M,N,S,V,Y) UNLESS OTHERWISE SPECIFICALLY AUTHORIZED BY THE AMCOM ESA OR SUPPORTED BY A COORDINATED SPECIFICATION STANDARDIZATION DOCUMENT. INPUT A QUALITY ASSURANCE CODE (QAC) Y TO INITIATE A QAS REVIEW AND INSURE APPLICATION OF ALL QUALITY REQUIREMENTS FOR THE CURRENT BUY. SOURCES WITH A NEGATIVE QUALITY HISTORY WILL REQUIRE ESA RE-EVALUATION. UPON COMPLETION OF THE MDWL, CHANGE THE TOR TO R FOR FUTURE REVIEWS, OR CODE THE CTDF FOR AN ANNUAL REVIEW FOR LONG TERM CONTRACTS. ENSURE THE UNIT OF ISSUE EQUALS THE UNIT PACK AND IF A PACKAGING REVIEW IS REQUIRED, INPUT PKG Y IN CTDF OPTION A.

PRIOR TO EACH ACQUISITION, REQUEST THE ARMY MAINTENANCE MANAGEMENT SYSTEM-AVIATION (TAMMS-A) AND SERIAL NUMBER REPORTING REQUIREMENT (SNRR) FROM AMCOM. REQUEST WILL BE SUBMITTED VIA E-MAIL TO THE FOLLOWING: tamms-a@redstone.army.mil. AMCOM WILL DETERMINE THE TAMMS-A AND SNRR REQUIREMENTS AND PROVIDE THE CDRL INFORMATION FOR INCLUSION IN THE ACQUISITION REQUIREMENTS.

ALL ARMY CSI ITEMS REQUIRE SERIALIZATION. THIS REQUIREMENT SHOULD NOT BE CONFUSED WITH SNRR REQUIREMENTS. ITEMS THAT DO NOT HAVE SNRR SPECIFIED STILL REQUIRE SERIALIZATION UNLESS SPECIFICALLY EXCLUDED BY AMCOM ESA.

QUALITY ASSURANCE REQUIREMENT:  REVIEW QUALITY HISTORY TO DETERMINE THAT EVERY PQDR HAS BEEN SATISFACTORILY RESOLVED. DEVELOP THE CONTRACT QUALITY ASSURANCE PROVISION (QAP) USING CRITICAL CHARACTERISTICS AND ANY QUALITY REQUIREMENTS AND/OR ENGINEERING TEST REQUIREMENTS RECORDED IN THE CCSS SECTOR 2800.

A QALI IS MANDATORY FOR CONTRACTS AWARDED TO DEALERS/DISTRIBUTORS; FOR SURPLUS MATERIAL; AND WHEN SPECIAL QUALITY REQUIREMENTS ARE PROVIDED BY THE AMCOM ESA. A QALI MAY ALSO BE APPLIED AS NEEDED AT THE DISCRETION OF THE DSC QAS. AS A MINIMUM, THE QALI SHOULD INCREASE EMPHASIS ON CRITICAL CHARACTERISTICS. IF THE AWARD IS MADE TO A DEALER OR DISTRIBUTOR, THE QALI SHOULD INCLUDE THE REQUIREMENT TO EXAMINE INVENTORY CONTROL RECORDS TO ENSURE THAT THE OFFERED ITEM IS IN THE CONTRACTOR’S STOCK AND IS THE EXACT PRODUCT. IF NECESSARY LIST ANY DOCUMENTATION THAT WAS IDENTIFIED BY THE CONTRACTING OFFICER AS BEING UNATTAINABLE PRIOR TO THE AWARD; OR WHEN ORIGINAL DOCUMENT NEEDS TO BE EXAMINED AT THE TIME OF SOURCE INSPECTION.

ORIGIN INSPECTION (PIC C) IS MANDATORY TO INCLUDE DLAD CLAUSE 52.246-9004, PRODUCT VERIFICATION TESTING; CERTIFICATE OF CONFORMANCE IS NOT AUTHORIZED. SURPLUS OFFERS AND ALL MATERIAL WAIVERS OR DEVIATIONS, DETERMINED ACCEPTABLE, BY DSC PERSONNEL, MUST BE APPROVED BY THE AMCOM ESA. MATERIAL REVIEW BOARD (MRB) AUTHORITY WILL BE SPECIFICALLY WITHHELD, EXCEPT WHEN CONTRACT IS AWARDED TO THE ORIGINAL WEAPON SYSTEM MANUFACTURER.
