Procurement Information Memorandum 02-04

SUBJECT:  Post-Award Management of Critical Safety Items (CSIs)

     The guidance in this PIM is in addition to that provided in PIM 02-02, Use of Approved Sources, and PIM 02-03, Pre-Award Management of Critical Safety Items.  Each Contracting Officer is responsible for guaranteeing that no CSIs, as identified by the Navy, are delivered under existing purchase orders or contracts until a review has confirmed that the awardee is providing an item from an approved source in accordance with correct technical requirements (a current validated acquisition identification description—AID).

     Headquarters DLA requires this review to be completed by February 5, 2002.  Accordingly, the following actions are required:

          (1)  Identify all open contracts/purchase orders containing CSIs, regardless of contract type.  (Each Product Center has been provided with a list of CSI NSNs and related active contract/purchase order numbers.)

          (2)  Conduct an immediate review of every contract/purchase order to ensure the awardee is providing an item from an approved source as identified in the current validated AID.

          (3)  Issue a stop work order and then conduct a review if the review cannot be conducted in time to ensure that only items from approved sources will be delivered.

          (4)  Do not allow the generation of any form of automated delivery order or process any manual delivery order until a review has been conducted on long-term contracts.

          (5)  Obtain sufficient documentation as required by DLAD to demonstrate that the awardee is providing an item from an approved source as identified in the AID.  Documentation must agree with both DLA data and Navy data for the item.

          (6)  Modify existing awards to include CSI clauses at DLAD 52.211-9005, Conditions for Evaluation and Acceptance of Offers for Critical Safety Items (DPACS I38DC); DLAD 52.211-9006, Changes in Contractor Status, Item Acquired, and/or Manufacturing Process/Facility – Critical Safety Items 

(DPACS I38DD); and DLAD 52.211-9007, Withholding of Materiel Review Board (MRB) Authority (DPACS I38DE).

          (7)  Ensure that prime vendor-type contracts are modified to require contractors to submit offers for Contracting Officer approval prior to placing material in the bin when sources used are not cited in the AID.

     Reviewing items for CSI requirements must be a continuous process.  DSCR CSI focal points will identify any changes in the list of CSI NSNs.  If the CSI designation is removed from an item, business discretion may be used to determine if it is cost-effective to modify an existing contract.
